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Jordan O Petra and the Dead Sea

Looking for places to go for a short break? Consider Jordan, and mor e particularly Petra and the Dead Sea.

Alf and | took up such an opportunity recently. We simply contacted Etihad Holidays who arranged everything for us 9 return flights
from Abu Dhabi to Amman, transport between the airport and hotels and accommodation at the Marriot in both Petra and the Dead
Sea. A complete carefree weekend is what we wanted and what we got.

So what were the highlights? Well, the first surprise was the lovely cool air when we got out at the airport in Amman. It had to be 10
degre es cooler than the 40+ temperature we left behind us 3 hours earlier in Abu Dhabi. So, you can expect a more Mediterranean -
type climate. We were met as arranged and driven to Petra 8 300 kms away - which gave us time to take in a sense of the place dthe
phosphate and potash mines and operations, olive trees and herds of sheep, goats and camels and Bedouin tents. As we neared the
village of Petra, we were reminded that in winter it often snows in Jordan and that the village transforms into a winter wond erland.
This was not difficult to imagine as you came across the 1,000 metres plus mountains in front of you, completely devoid of an y trees,
but with a crisp alpine feel as we alighted from the car at our first Marriot Hotel. Not as classy as the Movenp ick in the middle of
town in the valley below, but after being greeted by the very friendly and helpful staff and walking through the lounge to a deck
overlooking the pool, there was no comparison when you took in the magnificent panoramic view of the mult i-pink coloured mountains.
At first, it was difficult get a perspective, until you looked down into the valley below and saw specks, being goats and she ep herded by
Bedouin women in thobes and hattas. And then there were the amazing sunsets which mimicke d some of the colours pinks and blues in
therock dal most t he best -twbelnimedasveursipredon acocktail or a alass of wine durina the Sunset Hour.

Early next morning and wanting to avoid th e crowds and the midday heat, we
took the hotel bus down the mountain to the entrance to the ancient city of
Petra. Built by the Nabatean Arabs 2,000 years ago and over a period of
time, and subsequently influenced by the Greeks, Egyptians and Romans, it  is
set amongst the narrow gorges ( sigs) of multi -pink coloured rocks we looked
down upon the night before. It then opens into vast areas or valleys. We
made our wav down throuah one of the s/igs. admirina the tombs and the

complicated canalisation system along the way unt il we came upon what Petra is most famous for 8 the wonderful facade of EI Khazneh

(the Treasury). After taking copious photos, you then continue on further down the valley to see The Theatre and more tombs. After
spending a few hours in the area clamber ing around exploring some of the different sites, we made our way back on foot, choosing not
to hire a ride on one of the very sorrowful and poorly cared -for donkeys.

After enjoying another spellbound sunset while enjoying dinner, the following morning we were met anc
driven by car to the Dead Sea, via the Kings6 road
route, which takes in the magnificent views and interesting Byzantine historical sites while enjoying the

crisp, cool air, is much more interesti  ng than the main highway. After about 3 hours, we made our way down
the escarpment to the Jordan Rift Valley and the Dead Sea. No wonder our ears were popping, as we went
from a high point of 1,500 metres above sea level to 420 metres below sea level in a matter of 30 minutes.
Following the bottom of the valley, with its market gardens set against the escarpment backdrop on one side
and the Dead Sea on the other, we arrived at our second Marriot Hotel.

The hotel itself was a nice and suitable contrast to the first on e 0 large, well laid out with a wonderful view across the Dead Sea to
Israel approximately 18 kms on the other side. Of course we wasted no time in making our way down to the man -made gravel beach and
the sea front to do what all come to the Dead Seato d  o....experience the sensation of floating in water that is almost nine times
saltier than the Mediterranean. Our impression? Very salty, tastes terrible, stings like crazy if you have any little scr atch and has a
slightly oily feelused itb. thaOpcetgoeudbhe weirdest feeling to be a
bent up at the back dal most | i ke being on a boogy board but without the bo
the many Eastern Europ eans to indulge, wearing little else than the mud, if you get my drift.... After our short burst in the water o]
enough time to take the obligatory photo 8 we made our way to one of the four swimming pools only to find that floating was not quite

the same.

As the sun was setting, we once again found
ourselves enjoying another drink overlooking, this
time, the Dead Sea. A lovely way to end the day
and prepare for our flight back the following day to
Abu Dhabi f r o meerAAfiamatern@tonalQ u
Airport, only an hour away by pre -arranged
transport.
