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The Gallipoli campaign of 1915 was one of the most strategically significant theatres during the War of 1914-18.   Often seen as a side show, 
it was anything but.  Had the campaign succeeded, it would have changed the course of the whole war and subsequent history. The strategy 
was sound ï the execution was not. 
 
As Australians, we are all familiar with the landings on the Gallipoli Peninsular on 25 April 1915 and the terrible suffering and slaughter that 
took place at ANZAC until the withdrawal in December 1915, achieved without suffering any casualties. We tend to see the Gallipoli 
campaign as almost wholly Australian and New Zealand, helped along by British generalship of amazing incompetence, and with a bitterness 
towards those generals that detracts from the great sacrifice of our forefathers and the truly international nature of the participants. The 
campaign included the defenders from the Ottoman, German and Austrian Empires and the attackers from Australian, New Zealand, Britain, 
India, Nepal, France, Greece, Egypt and others from the then British and French Empires.  
 
The plan was to capture Constantinople and neutralize the Ottoman Empire and to provide a warm water access to Imperial Russia in order 
to support the Russian effort on the Eastern front. An earlier, purely naval, effort to get through the Dardanelles to Constantinople had 
resulted in a bloody nose for the two world super powers of the day ï the British and the French. The Turkish were shooting at ships trying to 
enter the ónarrowsô. Such temerity had to be dealt with by landing a force to deal with them! The new ANZAC division, formed in Egypt, was 
chosen to be part of the invasion force and was given a key role. They were to be landed on a wide beach, near Gaba Tepe, and to take the 
high ground, which was supposedly overlooking the narrows, by attacking up the gentle dip slope to the rear of the escarpment. They were 
landed too far north and ended up attacking up the steep escarpment slope. The British 29th Division was to attack in the south of the 
Peninsula and drive north and together, they would clear the way for the navies to steam up to Constantinople and extract an Ottoman 
submission. The French Army was to attack the mainland on the other side of the Dardanelles. The planning was a farce - even to the point 
that the invasion plan was published in a Cairo newspaper weeks before the landing. A paper read to the Royal Geographic Society, by an 
expert on the geology of Turkey, on the 26 April 1915, a day after the landing, identified the southern part of the peninsula as being an 
ñunfavourable area for military operationsò. The military hadnôt bothered to ask him. The planning was more akin to the shambles that had 
been the Crimean War which had occurred in that part of the world 60 years before! Had the campaign succeeded, it is possible that there 
would have been no Russian Revolution, Austria could have been knocked out of the war early by a direct attack, the German War could 
have finished in 1916, and modern European history would have developed in a totally different way. In all probability there would have been 
no Second World War and no Cold War. Had Turkey been defeated the destruction of the Ottoman Empire would not have been so complete. 
The Middle East, as we know it today, would have been quite unrecognisable. 
 
As it is, the defeat had some profound effects on the participants. The whole war was prolonged and the reparations extracted from the 
vanquished were extreme as a consequence of the extended carnage ï this was a direct contribution to the causes of the Second World 
War. The defeat imposed on Western troops by Oriental troops had a profound effect on the oriental troops and auxiliaries of the French and 
British Empires and engendered a belief that the European leaders of the Empires were not invincible. While in itself it wasnôt the cause of the 
end of empire it certainly added psychological strength to those that wanted independence.  The British and French Navies suffered a blow to 
their prestige from which they never recovered. Unfortunately the huge loss of life suffered by the British was forgotten in the carnage of the 
Western Front. The performance of Kemal Ataturk, during the campaign, in leading the Turks in defending their country from invasion allowed 
him to lead the formation of todayôs modern Turkey out of the ruins of their eventual defeat. Australian and New Zealand emerged with a new-
found national confidence and identity and went on to even tougher battles in France. 
 
Unlike the Salonika and Mesopotamian campaigns, which were equally bloody and in the same part of the world, the Gallipoli Campaign was 
a key moment in history. Once the decision to proceed had been taken, whatever the outcome of the campaign, the effect on world history 
was bound to be profound. 

 
Note: I urge all Australians to visit the whole battlefield to see what part we played in a truly significant international battle. It is awe inspiring 
and very sobering but truly memorable. For those that wish to read more I strongly recommend Les Carlyonôs book Gallipoli.
