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The week before Christmas my son came to visit me in Abu Dhabi. He intended to stay with me for one week 

before going on to Singapore to join his partner and her family for New Year , and then going back to Australia. We 

had a wonderful time; he had many new and exciting experiences.  

 

On the morning he was leaving for Singapore he said , òDad, I canõt seem to find my passportó. We turned the 

apartment upside down, searching in the most unlikely places, but no sign of the passport.  With much reluctance 

and hand-ringing, h e called Etihad and re -scheduled his flight to Singapore .  Even though my son had assured me he 

had not taken it out of the apartment, I  phoned the hotel in Dubai where we had stayed for the past couple of days 

in the off -chance that he had left it there. But alas, after a thorough search of the room by the staff, it was 

nowhere to be found.  

 

What to do  next?  R eport the loss at the police station. The language barrier presented a bit of a problem but the 

sense of it was òdonôt tell us, tell immigrationó. So, off my son went to the Immigration Department, assuring me he 

would handle it and for me not to worry  (yeh, sure) , to report the lost passport.  What he experienced then was  

four hours of going from official to official, filling out and collecting forms, with  the whole process being in Arabic  

and my son being oblivious to what was being said or what the forms were for.  

 

He then went to the Australian Embassy where they took him through the process of getting an emergency 

passport. The Embassy staff was enormously helpful and efficient ð he was issued with an emergency passport 

within 24 hours.  

 

All smooth sailing from there é or so we thought é until we arrived at the airport a couple of days later for my 

sonõs re-scheduled flight to Singapore. We were met yet by another obstacle.  Passport control would not accept 

his emergency passport.  They told hi m he had to have another form stamped and signed by the Civil Court, the 

Prosecutorõs Court, the Labour Court and the Shariah Court; apparently to prove he hadnõt committed any crimes 

during his stay in Abu Dhabi. This, they assured him, would take only 15  minutes at the Judicial Courts.   One small 

problem - it was Thursday, the first day of a three day public holiday and the courts would not re -open until 

Sunday.  So we had no alternative than to re -schedule his flight yet again.   Then another little hic cup.  The Sheikh 

of Umm al -Quwain sadly passed away on Friday and Sunday was declared a day of mourning.  

 

Taking a few deep breaths and counting to ten, we patiently traipsed around the Courts on Monday for another 

four hours, finally getting all the neces sary signatures and stamps.  

 

But would you believe it (and you probably would),  my son still couldnõt get through passport control at the airport.  

The problem?  D ifferent passport control officers who didnõt know what the paperwork was all about. This meant 

another two interviews  by two senior passport officials who, with a stroke of luck and much to my great relief, 

finally stamped his passport and let him through onto the plane. I  know heõs my son but the thought he was here 

for life  was daunting by this  time !  And although we were both philosophical about the whole experience in the end, 

the s ad thing was he missed joining his partner in Singapore for a romantic New Year , being obliged to fly directly 

back to Sydney.  

 

Moral of the story  - Whatever you do , donõt lose your passport in the UAE! 

 

 

 

 

Postscript: The day before  my son flew out, the hotel in Dubai phoned to say they had found his passport down the 

back of a table in the room where we had stayed!  

 

Editorõs remarks:   I heard from a reliable source that the hotel in Dubai knows the family name well.  A certain 

father had left his trousers there only 3 months previously, when staying for a weekend.   No relation to an ex -

Australian Prime Minister, but certainly gives credit to the cliche, òLike father, like sonóé..
